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After many years of anticipation, the Rose of
Kingston, Kingston’s new theatre, is nearing
completion. Thanks to the support of the Royal
Borough of Kingston, Kingston University, Kingston
Theatre Friends and the local community, Kingston
will have a unique new theatre in the very near future.

Many local
businesses have made donations to the theatre,
and over 1,000 individuals have signed up as
Friends of the Rose. 

About the theatre
The Rose will be this country’s most extraordinary
new theatre. Its stunning auditorium has been

inspired by the design of the Rose Theatre from
1587, which premiered many of Shakespeare’s plays
on London’s Bankside. 

The programme at the Rose is as extraordinary as
the theatre itself. The vision for this has been led by
one of Britain’s greatest theatre directors, Sir Peter
Hall, also Chancellor of Kingston University. The
programme will comprise new productions, world
premieres, modern revivals, visiting productions and
classical plays. Performances will take place across
the theatre’s three spaces: the venue’s main
auditorium with capacity for over 900 people, the
Studio and the Gallery space.  

The programme will extend beyond the stage and
outside of the building. A dedication to learning and
championing the arts is at the heart of the vision for
the theatre. There are ongoing projects with local
community groups, schools and businesses across
the borough.

MAKE MUSIC AT KINGSTON UNIVERSITY
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The Delta Saxophone Quartet was formed in 1984
with the aim of presenting British and international
new music in a dynamic and thought-provoking way.
Their repertoire includes the music of Gavin Bryars,
Philip Glass, Steve Reich, Louis Andriessen, and jazz
composer Mike Westbrook. Recently the quartet have

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SUSTAINABILITY AT KINGSTON UNIVERSITY

Sustainability is a priority at Kingston University. To
boost our efforts further in this field, the University has
signed up to a national environmental initiative to help
reduce our carbon emissions and cut energy bills. The
aim is to cut carbon emissions by 15 per cent by
2010, developing a university which is sustainable for
future generations of staff, students and the local
community as well as meeting national and local
policies.

In England alone, the higher education sector emits 
3.3 million tonnes of carbon dioxide annually, making
cutting carbon emissions a key priority. Kingston
University is one of 15 universities across England
and Scotland now joining phase three of the Higher
Education Carbon Management (HECM) programme,
run by the Carbon Trust to assist higher education
institutions in saving energy and reducing their
carbon footprint. 

Through the programme, we are monitoring energy
consumption in our buildings and transport more
closely. Representatives from the Carbon Trust have
conducted an energy audit to make suggestions for
improvements. Most immediately, we are investing in
meters in all our buildings; replacing old light fittings;
installing movement sensor lighting where appropriate;
and installing efficient boilers. Sustainability is a key
concern in the design of our new buildings. In the new
six-floor building at the Penrhyn Road campus (see
page 19), around half of the rooms are naturally
ventilated, rainwater is collected from the roof and
stored for toilet flushing, all the carpets are made from
sustainable materials and the lighting is energy efficient.

University Secretary Donald Beaton explained that
the University’s involvement in the HECM
programme showed a commitment to addressing its
impact on climate change. “The University has
already invested heavily in energy-saving technology
and in ensuring its new buildings are energy efficient
as well as minimising its effect on the roads by
running a bus service and promoting car sharing,”
Mr Beaton said. “This programme will help us
identify additional areas where we can cut carbon
emissions and really make a difference.”

It’s not just about buildings. In addition to being a
Fairtrade organisation, our environmental purchasing
policy considers the whole life costs of products and
services, encouraging recycled products such as
office paper and carpet tiles and saving hundreds of

tonnes of C02. We are
increasing the types of materials
we can recycle on site and our
Turn It OFF! campaign raises
awareness about simple actions such as turning off
lights and shutting down computers at the end of the
day. On the roads, we aim to ease local traffic
congestion by running a free bus service between
our campuses and managing a car share database
for students and staff. We will be reviewing the
management of our car parks and further improving
facilities for cyclists, to encourage more people to get
on their bikes.

We recognise there is still a long way to go but we
are determined to do our bit in working towards a
more sustainable future for everyone. To find out
